 William Edward Jegen was born in Indianapolis, Indiana, on May 13, 1944, to William Joseph and Elsie Mae (McClain) Jegen.  
Mr. Jegen received his Bachelor of Science in Mechanical Engineering, with honors, from Purdue University, West Lafayette, Indiana, 
in 1966 and his Juris Doctorate from John Marshall Law School in 1970. 

He married Linda Lee Moffett in 1966.  They have two children, Maria Lynn (Jegen) Brown and William David Jegen, and four 
granddaughters, Sierra, Cassandra, Tiffany and Kylee. 

He was a trial lawyer for 42 years and President of William E. Jegen, P.C., a legal practice located in Glen Ellyn, Illinois, with 
an emphasis on chancery litigation and appeals to the Illinois Supreme and Appellate Courts.  He served as President of the Glen 
Ellyn Chamber of Commerce and on several committees of the DuPage County Bar Association, contributing articles to the 
Association’s monthly journal, DCBA Brief.  

His Masonic journey began in Glen Ellyn Lodge #950, where he was raised to the sublime degree of Master Mason on March 
4, 1987.  He served Glen Ellyn Lodge #950 as Master of the Lodge in 1991, and as Secretary from 1994 to 1998. 

He was exalted in Wheaton Chapter #242, greeted in DuPage Council #128 and knighted in Apollo Commandery #1 on 
November 11, 1989.  He served as High Priest of Wheaton Chapter #242 in 2008 and 2009; as Thrice Illustrious Master of DuPage

In 2007, Sir Knight Jegen was elected to the progressive line of the Grand Commandery of Knights Templar of the State of 
Illinois as Eminent Grand Junior Warden and progressed through the line to his election as Right Eminent Grand Commander in 
2012.
